1. Las Vegas, Nevada, USA 

 

 
 
Las Vegas has giant mega-casino hotels decorated lavishly and with attention to detail to create a 
fantasy-like atmosphere. The casinos often have names and themes that evoke romance, mystery and 
far-away destinations. Opportunities to gamble are found in most places in the Las Vegas metro area, 
even at McCarran airport and small supermarkets. No wonder then that it is often known as the Sin 
City and the Entertainment Capital of the World. Some of the popular casino hotels are Wynn, 
Bellagio, Venetian, Planet Hollywood, The Palms, Mandalay Bay MGM Grand and Mirage.
